There was no limit to what he would
do for those he loved. Not everything was the "right" thing, but rest assured, it
always came from his heart. 

 He did not have a safe or happy childhood and often felt unloved by caregivers.
He never felt acceptance by some of them. But for the ones that loved him, he
held the highest regard for. To others, they referred to him as a "bastard son". To
them I would say, he did have a father, that even his own mother would not
divulge to him. His father came to meet his son, only to be run off by his
grandfather. He not only knows his father now, but he is with him TODAY, in
Paradise. 

 Just days before his passing, he finally had an opportunity to speak to his sister
Carol, now known as Peggy, after being adopted out of his family. He knew his
end was near and wanted one last chance to speak to her for the first time. He
told her that he'd missed her all his life and thought he would never talk to her
until they get to the other side. This brought him, much needed peace. 

 Michael was removed from his mothers' care at an early age, for severe
abuse/neglect from a stepfather. He was hospitalized and his grandmother was
given custody. She found a young boy in her neighborhood and introduced him to
Michael so that when he was discharged, he would have a buddy to show him
around and teach him the ropes. Michael loved him as a brother. His name was
John Ellebracht. Exactly one week prior to Mike passing, John passed. When
Mike was struggling to quit fighting so hard, I told Mike that John left first so he
could be there to show him around and teach him the ropes. 

 I believe this brought Mike much comfort, as it did me as well. Both John, and
Mike were great men who always put family first. I am comforted that they are
together, as family was their priorities. 

 Michael, in his recent months, was at peace with passing. His only regret was
leaving his family. He voiced his forgiveness for all and shared this with as many
as he could. He wishes all of them comfort in knowing this.
